A foster parent holds an integral role in the rescue process by being the initial safe and secure environment for a rescued dog.  By taking in a rescued dog, you are providing us with space to take another needy dog out of a shelter.  During the transitional phase of a foster home, rescued dogs require constant emotional support.  A foster parent must provide a nurturing atmosphere that includes shelter, exercise, but most importantly, love; it takes a special person who can provide all  of those for a rescued dog and then give them up when a permanent home is found.  Some dogs may also require special attention, such as increasing weight or strength, socialization, trust building, etc.  Independent Dog Rescue will provide all expenses for food and any necessary medical care.  Foster parents can also contribute immensely in placing a rescued dogs in appropriately matched homes by observing their fostered dog’s personality traits.  This information is vital in placing dogs in the right home.  Should foster parents be interested in adopting a fostered dog, they will be asked to fill out an adoption application.  Foster parents will be given a “first right to refusal” if they are equally as qualified as the outside interested parties (as long as the dog has not yet been shown to their potential adopters). 1. Foster Parent agrees to care for rescued dog for a minimum period of two months___

  During this time Foster Parent will give kind and loving care to rescued dog and provide dog with a stable home environment._______

2.  Foster Parent understands that APe Action has no prior knowledge of the dog's temperament, and will therefore take all due care to protect himself and other who may come in contact with the dog from bodily harm._________

3.  Foster Parent will not hold APe Action responsible for damage to property or harm to persons caused by any fostered dog that is the property of this APe Action.___________

4.  APe Action will be responsible for any and all veterinary care charges incurred for said dog, but only  if Ape Action has authorized such care.  

Foster Parent must contact APe Action immediately if there is a veterinary emergency or care needed and get authorization before foster dog is treated._________

5.  Foster Parent agrees that any dog fostered by him/her is owned solely by and is the property of APe Action, and that Foster Parent will not remove any dog entrusted to him/her from the primary residence of Foster Parent or dispose of any dog in any manner without prior approval of APe Action.__________

6.  Foster Parent has the right to accept or refuse any particular dog, but must give APe Action 48 hours to find a new foster home for the dog.__________

7.  Foster Parent will return dog to APe Action upon request._____________

8.  APe Action agrees to hold Foster Parent harmless for accident or injury to any rescue dog in his/her care, except in the case of negligence on the part of the Foster Parent._____

9.  Foster Parent agrees to inspection of their property, upon request, by a representative from APe Action_________

10.  Foster Parent agrees to feed all dogs separately and to give treats and toys separately to assure there is no aggression or harm towards foster dog or Foster Parents dog(s)._______________

12. For two weeks to a month foster homes agrees to not take rescue pet to any dog parks and busy locations unless Ape Action gives permission to do so______
